Lamentations
Just like the name of the book, this is a song of sorrow, which sings in a funeral.  The Prophet Jeremiah wrote this song after the city of Jerusalem was destroyed in 586 B.C.  His heart broke, his sorrow also displayed God’s broken heart.  The Lord had to punish His people but it pained Him to do it.  The verses in chapters 1-2 and 3-4 were arranged in the Hebrews’ alphabet.  Chapter 3 has 66 verses, and each group of three verses begins with a consecutive leter.  The pivotal moment in this sorrow song is in chapter 3, even though in the midst of mourning he still spoke of faith and hope.  
Sin must be paid with a high price, sin must be punished, but God’s love never ends: this is the main lesson in the book of Lamentations. 
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
